Saint Nicholas Day 
 There are varied customs and legends in different 
countries for the celebration of Saint Nicholas Day on 
December 6th. Nicholas, the Bishop of Myra, was known 
for his courage and his deeds. He helped people to hold 
the ship of their lives on the right course and also became 
the patron saint of sailors. With his great goodness and 
determination to support what is right, he has become the 
one who helps us in our efforts to prepare for Christmas. 
He praises the children for their good deeds and brings 
them gifts of oranges, apples, or 
nuts. 
 Sometimes, Saint 
Nicholas must also admonish 
and encourage the children to 
greater efforts. To this end, his 
earthly servant, Ruprecht, carries 
a small switch as a reminder. It 
can also be regarded as an 
Advent sweeping broom that 
clears away past misdeeds in 
preparation for Christmas. Ruprecht represents what the 
human being would be like if formed only by nature and 
bound to instincts and impulses. He is prone to stirring up 

mischief and wears a chain forged by selfish actions in 
pursuit of petty desires. Saint Nicholas represents the light 
of the heavenly world. He is the divine messenger freed 
from the chains of necessity. He gives a message to each 
child as an awakening to self-knowledge. In these 
moments the children may align themselves with the good 
and experience a higher power above them which weighs 
the objective moral worth of their thoughts, feelings, and 
actions. 
 Awe and reverence are to be cultivated for the 
greatness of life. Saint Nicholas and his earthly servant, 
Ruprecht, will visit the Susquehanna Waldorf School on 
St. Nicholas Day, Thursday, December 6th.  
 
Holiday Concert 
 The Holiday Concert featuring our 5th through 8th 
graders will take place Friday, December 14, 2007 
beginning at 7:00 p.m. The children will perform the 
orchestral and choral pieces they have been preparing for 
since the beginning of the school year.
